NEW YORK - December 1, 2025 (revised) - MongoDB, Inc. (NASDAQ: MDB) today announced its financial
results for the third quarter ended October 31, 2025.

“MongoDB delivered strong third quarter results that exceeded the high-end of our guidance driven by continued
strength in Atlas, which saw growth accelerate to 30% year-over-year. We also delivered meaningful margin
outperformance as we executed on our plan to drive profitable growth. Reflecting this strength, we are raising our
guidance on the top and bottom line for the rest of the year." said CJ Desai, President and Chief Executive Officer
of MongoDB.

“Q3 was an exceptional quarter. Existing customers are expanding with us and net-new customer additions continue
to show strength. Companies across industries and geographies are choosing MongoDB because we provide a
unified data platform that powers mission-critical workloads today and also positions them to capitalize on the
emerging Al platform shift.”

Third Quarter Fiscal 2026 Financial Highlights

+ Revenue: Total revenue was $628.3 million for the third quarter of fiscal 2026, an increase of 19% year-
over-year. Subscription revenue was $609.1 million, an increase of 19% year-over-year, and services
revenue was $19.2 million, an increase of 12% year-over-year.

«+ Gross Profit: Gross profit was $449.1 million for the third quarter of fiscal 2026, representing a 71% gross
margin compared to 74% in the year-ago period. Non-GAAP gross profit was $466.2 million, representing a
74% non-GAAP gross margin, compared to a non-GAAP gross margin of 77% in the year-ago period.

+ Loss from Operations: Loss from operations was $18.4 million for the third quarter of fiscal 2026,
compared to a loss from operations of $27.9 million in the year-ago period. Non-GAAP income from
operations was $123.1 million, compared to non-GAAP income from operations of $101.5 million in the
year-ago period.

+ Net Loss: Net loss was $2.0 million, or $0.02 per share, based on 81.4 million weighted-average shares
outstanding, for the third quarter of fiscal 2026. This compares to a net loss of $9.8 million, or $0.13 per
share, in the year-ago period. Non-GAAP net income was $114.5 million, or $1.32 per share, based on 86.9
million fully diluted weighted-average shares outstanding. This compares to a non-GAAP net loss of $98.1
million, or $1.16, per share in the year-ago period.

*  Cash Flow: As of October 31, 2025, MongoDB had $2.3 billion in cash, cash equivalents, short-term
investments and restricted cash. During the three months ended October 31, 2025, MongoDB generated
$143.5 million of cash from operations, compared to $37.4 million of cash from operations in the year-ago
period. MongoDB used $1.7 million of cash in capital expenditures and used $1.7 million of cash in
principal payments of finance leases, leading to free cash flow of $140.1 million, compared to free cash
flow of $34.6 million in the year-ago period.

MongoDB believes that the use of these non-GAAP financial measures provides an additional tool for
investors to use in evaluating ongoing operating results and trends and in comparing its financial results with other
companies in MongoDB’s industry, many of which may present similar non-GAAP financial measures to investors.

Free cash flow represents net cash from/used in operating activities, less capital expenditures, principal payments of
finance lease liabilities and capitalized software development costs, if any. MongoDB uses free cash flow to
understand and evaluate its liquidity and to generate future operating plans. The exclusion of capital expenditures,
principal payments of finance lease liabilities and amounts capitalized for software development facilitates
comparisons of MongoDB’s liquidity on a period-to-period basis and excludes items that it does not consider to be
indicative of its liquidity. MongoDB believes that free cash flow is a measure of liquidity that provides useful
information to investors in understanding and evaluating the strength of its liquidity and future ability to generate
cash that can be used for strategic opportunities or investing in its business in the same manner as MongoDB’s
‘management and board of directors.

Non-GAAP financial measures have limitations as an analytical tool and should not be considered in isolation from,
or as a substitute for, financial information prepared in accordance with GAAP. In particular, other companies may
report non-GAAP gross profit, non-GAAP gross margin, non-GAAP operating expenses, non-GAAP income from
operations, non-GAAP net income, non-GAAP net income per share, free cash flow or similarly titled measures but
calculate them differently, which reduces their usefulness as comparative measures.
